Maigan is now a full-time Contract Administrator at Atlas
Copco Compressors, earning $70,000 annually. She’s moved her family info their
own home and continues to build a stronger future.

Using the tools she
gained, she made a strong impression, secured a position as a Sourcing Specialist,
and negotiated a solid salary.
